(an assessment of progress toward achieving the target)

Red Earth Creek School has declined by 7.7% in regards to the overall percentage of students who achieved the acceptable standard, therefore not meeting the target for growth for 2016. There was also no increase from the previous 0% in the area of excellence on Provincial Achievement Tests. This data is a reflection of 5 grade 6 students and 12 grade 10 students. 


	Strategies

Red Earth Creek will:

1. Utilize and practice strategies discussed with the divisional supervisor of learning supports.

(an assessment of progress toward achieving the target)

Red Earth Creek School declined 5.9% compared to the previous year in regards to the completion rate-percentage of students who completed high school within three years of entering grade 10. Due to the high rate of transparency in the community, Red Earth Creek School typically has a high rate of students transferring in and out during the school year. Red Earth Creek has a history of very low Sr. High enrollments, resulting in the majority of our data being suppressed and unavailable for release.

However, the overall percentage of self-identified FNMI students in Grades 6 and 9 who achieved the acceptable standard on Provincial Achievement Tests has decreased significantly by 26.3 %. Measure Evaluation Reference - Achievement Evaluation

Achievement evaluation is based upon a comparison of Current Year data to a set of standards which remain consistent over time. The Standards are calculated by taking the 3 year average of baseline data for each measure across all school jurisdictions and calculating the 5th, 25th, 75th, and 95th percentiles. Once calculated, these standards remain in place from year to year to allow for consistent planning and evaluation.
